	· The man washed his car outside his house in the afternoon

	· Recognises the colour cue card

	· The boy is running quickly
	

	Who + what doing + how doing (+ what) (+ where) (+ when)
	· The girl is writing the words carefully into her spelling book at recess time.
	

	Who + what doing [+ how doing] (+ what) (+ where) (+ when)
	· The boy is slowly climbing the stairs to his bedroom at night-time
	

	NOT
	· Recognises the colour cue card
· Ability to label a range of different ‘not’ elements in sentences
	

	(When +) who + what doing [not] (+what) (+where)
	· The baby is not crying

· Yesterday, the girl did not finish her homework
